1. Resume (including 
curriculum of study, 
organizations, community 
service, extracurricular 
activities, awards and

2.  One page essay on a topic 

prescribed by the Committee 
(see addendum) 

 
3.  Two letters of recommendation 

(one character reference from a 
non-faculty person and one 
reference from a Hampton 
University faculty member)  

 
4.  Official Transcript - request 

that the University Registrar 
mail a copy of your official 
transcript to the Chairman of 
the Scholarship Committee.
