Significantly, the resource materials provided every attendee was well organized, beautiful and wholesomely pertinent to the vision and 
mission of a new administration.  The daily sessions covered a timeline of 9 am to 5 pm and further involvements for selected committees or 
individuals. 
 
It was wonderful hospitality time at the Presidentôs Reception, for the Thursday evening first event.  Meeting and greeting each other fondly 
was a Hampton welcome all its own.  The installation ceremony by Dr. Wendell Holmes sealed in a distinguished new administrat ion to take 
the reigns of operating a more dynamic NHAA, Inc. to meet future association/Hampton challenges.  Happiness filled the faces of the new 
administrative dream team in their acceptance of responsibility, accountability, and dedication. 
 
Dr. Hicks called Fridayôs first session to order and extended compliments for having a diverse and dynamic Board of Directors. She 
exhibited pride in the dream teamôs ability to galvanize the Hampton Village, believing Possibilities Unlimited.
