From Harvey Library Web Page, click on “Databases”, then “Science & Technology”, then “ACS Web Editions”. 

· Browse or Search Journals

From the initial page you may choose to browse the journals or click on the “Search The Journals” tab. Browse by selecting the title that you wish to look at. Go to the searching interface by clicking on the tab labeled “Search The Journals”.

· Citation Find

You may Select a Specific Journal and enter the Volume Number and First Page if you have the citation already.

· Search Journals

Select the field that you search terms must appear in from the drop-down menus: Title of the article, Author’s Name, Title OR Abstract, Anywhere in the Article. Enter your terms in the search box. Select Boolean operators (AND, OR, NOT) from the drop-down menus if needed.

· Select Advanced Options

You may select to search in a specific journal name, or you may select topical groupings of journals. You may also select specific timeframes or date ranges. Display options selections include by relevance, date or journal titles.

· Boolean Commands: You may use Boolean commands to connect search terms

· AND: Requires all of the specified search terms to be present.

· OR: Allows any of the specified search terms to be present.

· NOT: Requires that a specified search term not be present.

· If you enter more than one word in a box, “AND” logic will be used to connect the terms. 

· Modify Search. The Modify Search button, displayed on search results, restores the search screen web page using the search terms of the last search.
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
