Annual Reviews 

The Annual Reviews database offers online access to the material published in the printed volumes of the Annual Reviews series. The mission of Annual Reviews, whether in print or online, is to provide systematic, periodic examinations of scholarly advances in various fields of science through critical, authoritative reviews.  Published by a nonprofit organization, Annual Reviews strives to assist members of the broadly defined scientific community to sort through the ever-increasing volume of scientific research, by offering critical reviews of current research on various topics, along with comprehensive bibliographies of sources for additional reading.

SCOPE AND CONTENT OF ANNUAL REVIEWS

Currently, 28 titles are included in Annual Reviews, divided into three topical ‘suites’.  Select titles are included in more than one suite.  The database offers the full-text of the Annual Reviews volumes from 1996 through the present, and the Tables of Contents for volumes published between 1984 and 1995.  Tables of Contents are also included for those volumes to be published through 2001. The electronic reviews are identical to their print versions, containing all color graphics and illustrative material from the original articles.

ACCESSING ANNUAL REVIEWS

· Go to Hampton University’s home page at <http://www.hamptonu.edu>.    

· Click on University Services from the menu.Click on Library .

· Click on Databases - Use the alphabetical or subject listing to select Annual Reviews from the list of available databases.

· Off-Campus access requires the use of your HU InfoTech UserName/PW.

SEARCHING THE CONTENT OF ANNUAL REVIEWS

From the main page of Annual Reviews, you may choose Search from the menu at the left, or you may choose a particular suite from the menu at the right.

1. Selecting Search allows users to choose to search the full-text of recent volumes in one of the three suites, to perform a simple or advanced search of records for volumes published from 1984 through 1995, to access contact information for authors of material published in Annual Reviews, as well as for staff of the database, or to view a listing of Web sites recommended by Annual Reviews staff.

· Once at a search screen, complete the search form, and click Search at the bottom of the screen.  You may search by citation, author, or keyword.  Users may limit the date as desired.  You may choose to search all titles within the suite, or may select a single or multiple titles to search by using the menu of titles on the right.  Click on a title to search just one; hold down the Control key while using your mouse to select more than one title; or highlight all titles using the mouse to search all titles in the suite.

· To search all titles in the database, rather than just all titles in a particular suite, click on the blue COMPLETE ANNUAL REVIEWS SEARCH PAGE icon at the top of a suite’s search screen.

2. Rather than choosing Search from the menu at the left, users may also choose one of the three suites from the menu at the right:  Biomedical Sciences, Physical Sciences, or Social Sciences.

· From a suite’s main page, users may choose to access the home page, search page, or current issue of a particular review title.  

· From the Current Volume screen for a particular title, users may sign up to receive email notifications containing the Table of Contents of new volumes and other announcements as they become available by clicking on Sign up for eTOCs.
· Users may expand their search by clicking on the icon at the bottom of the screen to search the contents of the entire suite or the entire database.

PRINTING AND SAVING FROM ANNUAL REVIEWS

· Annual Review articles are available in both HTML and PDF format.  

· Users may print an article by using their browser’s Print button.

· Alternately, users may select Reprint (PDF) Version of this Article from the right, and then click Download at the left.  This option requires Adobe Acrobat Reader and may takes several minutes per article.

· Use your browser’s Save As function to save an article to disc.
