ACCESSING COLLEGESOURCE ONLINE

· Go to Hampton University’s home page at <http://www.hamptonu.edu>.    

· Click on University Services from the menu. Click on Library.

· Click on Databases - Use the alphabetical or subject listing to select CollegeSource Online from the list of available databases.

· Off-Campus access requires the use of your HU InfoTech UserName/PW.

SEARCHING COLLEGESOURCE ONLINE

· The main page of CollegeSource Online allows users to enter keywords to retrieve information for particular institutions.

· For example:  Entering the keyword ‘Urbana’ retrieves entries for the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign and for Urbana University in Ohio.  

· The resulting list allows users to access either the college’s catalog (in PDF format), a profile of the university, or the school's Web site (if available). 

· Adobe’s Acrobat Reader (available at the site for downloading at no cost) is required to view the college catalogs.  Version 4.0 is highly recommended. 

· Choosing the Course Catalog link retrieves a listing of course catalogs from the school, both for the college as a whole and others specific to various programs of the institution.  

· Once viewing a course catalog in PDF format, use the links at the left or the arrows along the top of the frame to navigate through the pages.  Use the icon of a printer or your browser’s Print Frame feature to print desired pages.  Use your browser’s print capabilities to print other information such as institutional profiles from CollegeSource.

· The institutional profile provides the school’s address and main phone number, and summarizes other general information and statistics such as enrollment, admissions and residency requirements, tuition and fees, financial aid and work study programs, and accreditation.

· Clicking Search at the top of any screen allows users to search the database in additional ways:

· Users may search an Alphabetical listing of all institutions included in CollegeSource.

· Users may narrow a search by Criteria such as institutional affiliation, enrollment, degree level, major, state, or tuition.

· Users may search for an institution by Geographic region.
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
