ERIC via EBSCOhost

Harvey Library subscribes to ERIC, an extensive database of education-related citations and abstracts dating from 1966 to the present, from three sources.  This page discusses the interface provided for ERIC by the vendor EBSCOhost.  ERIC is available from other vendors as well. Contact the Reference Desk at (757) 727-5379 with any questions.

ACCESSING EBSCOHOST

· Go to Hampton University’s home page at <http://www.hamptonu.edu>.    

· Click on University Services from the menu. Click on Library
· Click on Databases - Use the alphabetical or subject listing to select ERIC listed above from the list of available databases.

· Choose to use EBSCOHost Web. Click on the database(s) you wish to search and click Enter.

· Off-Campus access requires the use of your HU InfoTech UserName/PW.

SEARCHING IN EBSCOHOST

· Choose to perform either a Basic Search or an Advanced Search.

· A Basic Search allows you to search the entire database using words or terms that you wish to find. Separate multiple terms with Boolean operators such as AND, OR, NOT. Your search will be sorted in date order.

· An Advanced Search allows you to search the keywords you wish to find in specific “fields” of the database records (author, title, subject, abstract, etc.). Use Boolean operators AND, OR, and NOT in the search term box, or choose to use Field Codes by clicking on the Field Code link and typing the appropriate Filed Codes before your search terms. Your search will be sorted in date order.

· Enter the desired search terms at either the Basic or Advanced search screens and limit the search as desired by Date, Full-Text, or Peer-Reviewed.
· Users may also limit searches to particular journals or to entries from a list of subjects by clicking on Publications Search or Subject Search, respectively, from the menu at the top of the screen.

· Some EBSCOHost databases also provide a collection of photos and illustrations, which can be searched by clicking on Images tab from the menu at the top of the screen.

· Click on the hyper-linked title of the article to view its complete record.  Click on Full Page Image (for PDF format) or Full Text to view the full text of the article, if available.

PRINTING FROM EBSCOHOST

· Desired records may be printed individually or may be marked for subsequent printing, emailing, or saving to disk.

· Users may tag particular articles for printing, emailing, or saving by marking the box near the title.

· Click Print/Email/Save to print, save, or email marked records.

· Complete the form, following the instructions concerning printing, emailing, and saving.

· Click Submit to prepare the records, then use your browser’s print or save capability to print or save your results.
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
