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Encyclopedia Britannica Online

Like the printed version, Encyclopedia Britannica Online (hereafter abbreviated as EB Online) provides comprehensive, updated articles and illustrations through three primary resources: the complete Encyclopedia Britannica, Merriam-Webster's Collegiate Dictionary, and the Britannica Book of the Year. EB Online’s home page also provides daily features covering current and historical topics, the Year in Review, and articles from past editions of the encyclopedia.  Information on nations, people, and places around the world, as well as biographical summaries of notable persons are also included under the links entitled World and People, respectively, located toward the bottom of the home page.  In addition, the History link outlines historical events which occurred on the current calendar day.

ACCESSING EB ONLINE

· Go to Hampton University’s home page at <http://www.hamptonu.edu>.    

· Click on University Services from the menu. Click on Library 

· Click on Databases - Use the alphabetical or subjec listing to select Encyclopedia Britannica from the list of available databases.

RESOURCES AVAILABLE THROUGH EB ONLINE

· Choose which resource to search by clicking on the circle to the left of the title.

1. Encyclopedia Britannica:  Provides more than 72,000 brief or moderately lengthy encyclopedia and recent Year in Review articles which discuss people, places, institutions, things, or concepts. 

2. Britannica's Internet Guide:  Accesses an Internet directory of more than 130,000 links to Web sites which have been selected, rated, and reviewed by Britannica’s editors.

3. Merriam-Webster's Collegiate Dictionary:  Allows users to look up a word encountered in an article in EB Online. 

SEARCHING IN EB ONLINE

· After selecting a resource to search, enter a word or phrase in the search box, and click Search.

· A list of relevant entries will be retrieved, each followed by a brief summary of the article.

· Click on the hyper-linked title to view the entire article.

· Users may also click on View:  Index Entry to link to related topics, or on View:  Images to view images of the subject.

· Images outlined in blue may be clicked on to enlarge the image.

· Users may perform a new search at any time by using the search box at the top of the screen, or you may search another resource by selecting it at the top of the screen and clicking Search.

· A Help link is located in the upper right-hand corner of each screen.

BROWSING IN EB ONLINE

· Users wishing to browse, rather than search, the articles available in EB Online may click on Subject (to browse by subject) or Alphabetical (to browse an alphabetical list of articles) in the Browse section located midway down EB’s home page.

PRINTING ARTICLES FROM EB ONLINE

· Click Format for Printing at the top of an article to prepare it for printing, then use your browser’s print feature to print the article.
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
