JStor:  Arts & Sciences Collection

JStor provides a comprehensive archive of over 100 selected scholarly journals.  JStor furnishes select full-text resources in the areas of African-American Studies, Anthropology, Asian Studies, Economics, Education, Finance, History, Literature, Mathematics, Philosophy, Political Science, Population Studies, Sociology, and Statistics.  JStor is a full-text database, meaning that it provides the entire text of articles, rather than citations and abstracts only.

JStor's focus is on becoming a trusted archive, and does not publish current issues of the journals. JStor’s agreements with publishers establishes a lag period, called the moving wall, that defines the point at which the JSTOR archive stops, and "current" issues begin. In some cases, the moving wall is three years (meaning that the last issue available in the JSTOR archive would be one published three years ago); in other cases it is five years. In any event, as each year passes, another year is added to the archive, thus guaranteeing that the archive is being constantly updated and refreshed.  Date coverage for each journal varies by title.

ACCESSING JSTOR

· Go to Hampton University’s home page at <http://www.hamptonu.edu>.    

· Click on University Services from the menu. Click on Library 

· Click on Databases - Use the alphabetical or subject listing to select JSTOR from the list of available databases.

· Off-Campus access requires the use of your HU InfoTech UserName/PW.

LEARNING ABOUT JSTOR

· Click on About JSTOR or JSTOR News to learn more about the database’s history, mission, uses, and contents.

· Within the Content and Production section of About JSTOR, you can access an alphabetical or subject list of the journal titles currently archived by JSTOR.

· Under the Using the Collection link of About JSTOR, you will find valuable information on how to use the database, including printable handouts and information on how to print articles from JSTOR. 

USING JSTOR

· Begin using the database by clicking on Enter JSTOR from JSTOR’s home page.
· From this page you may browse the list of currently available journals, or click on Search JSTOR to access the search screen.

· Enter your search terms at either the basic or advanced search screens.  You may then select a category of journals to be searched or particular titles to be searched, or select neither to search the entire database collection.

· Searches may be limited by year of publication, if desired.

· Users may also choose to search only for a particular type of material, such as journal articles, reviews, opinion pieces, or other materials.       

· You may choose to search for desired terms within the title, author, or abstract fields, or within the entire text of the articles. Multiple keywords can be searched by using Boolean connectors such as AND, NEAR, and OR.  

· NOTE:  Using the Boolean connector AND will give results where both keywords are in each article.  The Boolean connector NEAR will give results where both keywords are in the same sentence or paragraph.  Using the Boolean connector OR will give results where one or all of the keywords are found in the article.  

· Place a plus sign (+) after a singular keyword to search for singular AND plural forms of the term.  

· For example: enter ‘doctor+’ to retrieve records containing ‘doctor’ or doctors’.

· The Set Options link on the left side of the page allows users to set a desired page size.

BROWSING THE JOURNALS IN JSTOR

· If you prefer to browse particular journals, rather than to search for selected keywords, click on Browse from the menu at the left of the page to select from an outline of available journal titles arranged alphabetically under subject headings.  

· After choosing a journal title to browse, users can access the table of contents for each edition of the title.  Users are then able to access either the citation or the full-text for each article within the journal. 

· Navigate through full-text articles by clicking Next Page or Previous Page, or by jumping to a particular numbered page.

· To return to the comprehensive list of titles, click Browse again at any time. 

PRINTING FROM JSTOR


· After identifying a page to print, click on the Print link from the menu on the left. 

· You must select one of three methods for printing: JPRINT, Adobe Acrobat, or PostScript Files.  Choose a method of printing using the information provided and follow the instructions for the chosen method.
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
