STAT-USA

STAT-USA, a product of the U. S. Department of Commerce, provides authoritative economic, business, and international trade information produced by various offices and divisions of the U. S. government.  The resource contains two databases: State of the Nation (SOTN) and GLOBUS (Global Business Opportunities) & National Trade Data Bank (NTDB).  As a federal depository for government documents, Harvey Library receives free online access to these materials.

SCOPE OF THE STATE OF THE NATION

State of the Nation provides current and historical information on general economic indicators, gross domestic product, consumer price index, employment and unemployment, manufacturing and industry, monetary statistics, and economic policy.  The database contains various financial and economic data produced throughout the federal government and by related entities.  Unlike GLOBUS & NTDB, State of the Nation documents the United States' domestic economy, providing information on such areas of interest as those listed below.

SCOPE OF GLOBUS & NTDB

GLOBUS & NTDB provide information on international business, international market research, and country commercial analysis and guides, including current and historical trade-related releases and trade opportunities.  GLOBUS offers daily trade leads from the Trade Opportunities Program (TOPS) and from the U. S. Department of Agriculture.  GLOBUS offers daily procurement activity from the Defense Logistics Agency and the United Nations, as well as leads from the Commerce Business Daily.  Historical trade leads are available for up to three months, while historical TOPS leads are archived for up to two years.  NTDB provides access to Country Commercial Guides, Market Research reports, Best Market reports, U. S. import and export statistics, and much more.  NTDB also includes the International Trade Library, a comprehensive collection of over 40,000 full-text documents related to international trade.  

ACCESSING STAT-USA

· Go to Hampton University’s home page at <http://www.hamptonu.edu>.    

· Click on University Services from the menu. Click on Library .

· Click on Databases - Use the alphabetical or subject listing to select STAT-USA from the list of available databases.

· Off-Campus access requires the use of your HU InfoTech UserName/PW.

FINDING INFORMATION IN STATE OF THE NATION

· Click on State of the Nation (subsequently abbreviated as SOTN) to enter the database.  

· The front page consists of Today’s Hot Releases, Daily Releases, and Current Versions of America’s Top 50 Releases.  This page contains the database’s major reports, arranged by category.  Click on the titles to access the appropriate document.

· Detailed information about SOTN, such as contact information and answers to frequently asked questions, is located beyond the Samples link.

· If you can't find the desired information on the front page, click on State of the Nation Library at the bottom of the page or SOTN Library at the top of the page.  This list arranges documents by subject and allows users to search using the Search link at the top of the page.

· You may use keywords or phrases to search through the full-text of all documents contained in SOTN.  Connect multiple search terms with the word AND.

FINDING INFORMATION IN GLOBUS & NTDB

· Click on GLOBUS & NTDB (hereafter abbreviated as GLOBUS) to enter the database.  

· GLOBUS is arranged similarly to SOTN, except that users are allowed to initiate a search from the front page, if desired.  Users can click Search the Entire NTDB at the top of the screen or the similar link under the heading Other at the bottom of the page.

· The front page contains categorized documents under the following headings:  Today’s Global Business Opportunity Leads, Current Exchange Rates, Current and Historical Trade Leads, Market and Country Research, International Trade Statistics, Current Press Releases, and Contacts. 

· Accessing the NTDB Library from links at the top or bottom of the screen presents numerous hyper-linked documents and resources arranged alphabetically by title or category.  Click on the blue arrow preceding each entry (rather than the document title or subject heading) to access the extensive information found behind the links.
