netLibrary eBOOKS

Harvey Library owns over 21,000 electronic books (eBooks) through netLibrary, which are available for "checkout" for 4-hour intervals by Hampton University students, faculty, and staff. These electronic books are full text, electronic duplicates of their print counterparts, and are available from any campus Internet station with version 4.0 or greater of Microsoft Internet Explorer or Netscape Navigator. Once you create a user account with netLibrary using a campus PC,  you can access netLibrary eBooks on campus or remotely from any computer with Internet access simply by logging in.

netLibrary consists of two integrated collections of materials:

· Library Collection:
Contains ebooks that Harvey Library has purchased for your use

· Public Collection:
Contains eBooks in public domain that netLibrary enhanced for better searching

Use of eBook collections is governed by U.S. copyright laws.  Therefore printing the entire work is prohibited and strictly monitored by netLibrary. You may, however, print a page at a time up to 5,000 characters (approximately three pages) per eBook .

SCOPE OF NETLIBRARY

Harvey Library has acquired over 20,000 eBooks representing a sampling of all subject areas, excluding medicine and law.

· One third of all of the titles in our electronic collection were published since 1998.

· The collection consists primarily of academic, non-fiction materials.

· The collection includes career books, Complete Idiot Guides, Cliff Notes, and travel guides.

· Information technology books from O'Reilly Publishing are also included.

ACCESSING NETLIBRARY

· Go to Hampton University’s home page at <http://www.hamptonu.edu>.    

· Click on University Services from the menu. Click on Library .

· Click on Databases - Use the alphabetical or subject listing to select netLibrary from the list of available databases.

· OR, you can simply search WebCat and select the ItemType – Electronic Book

IDENTIFYING TITLES IN NETLIBRARY
To identify titles accessed through netLibrary, you may search HU WebCat, Harvey Library’s online catalog, or you may go directly to netLibrary's Web site (provided above) to search, locate, and read eBooks.

	NOTE:  
	Only the items in Harvey Library’s private collection (over 21,000 titles) are cataloged in HU WebCat.  Items in the public domain collection are not cataloged in HU WebCat; to identify those materials, users must go directly to the netLibrary site.


To limit a search in HU WebCat to all eBooks, perform a Quick Search by typing netlibrary in the search box and clicking Search Everything.  Perform a Power Search by selecting Electronic Book as the Item Type and clicking Search Catalog.  You may also perform a more specific search by using the Power Search screen.  Enter your desired keywords in the search box (for example, cookbook) and select Electronic Book as the Item Type before clicking Search.  Once displaying a bibliographic record for an electronic item, click on the first line of the full record, which is labeled Electronic Access to connect to the netLibrary site where you may browse or download the material.  First-time users will still need to register on-campus before accessing the item.

READING BOOKS IN NETLIBRARY

You may browse netLibrary books online from the netLibrary home page.

Alternately, you can download an eBook to your PC using netLibrary's Online eBook Reader, a browser-based tool that can be downloaded by visiting netLibrary's home page at <http://www.netlibrary.com>. Downloaded eBooks are available for the same 4-Hour checkout period, but load more quickly if you decide to "checkout" the same eBook again.

USING EBOOKS ONLINE

When you read an eBook online, you can search the entire text, search its table of contents, or read the book page by page.

1.
With your Web browser, visit <http://www.netLibrary.com>.

2.
Click on Create an Account at the bottom of the netLibrary home page to set up your own user account.

3.
Click on Login at the bottom of the netLibrary home page to log in to your created account.

4.
Locate the eBook you want to read by searching by Author, Title, Keyword, or Full-Text.

	NOTE:
	If you receive a message that the eBook is not currently available, the library's copy is in use by another user.


5.
On the eBook Search Results page or the About These eBooks page, click the Browse button to preview the eBook for 15 minutes or click the Checkout button to read the eBook.

6.
On the My eBooks page, click the Online button to go directly into the eBook.

	NOTE:
	Optionally, use the Tool Palette to search the text or table of contents for a specific word or phrase within the book.
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
