INDEXES AND ABSTRACTS

Print indexes and abstracts, located in the Periodicals Department on the library’s second floor, are guides to locate articles published in periodicals (journals, magazines, and newspapers). Indexes provide enough information to identify the name, issue, volume, and date of the periodical, and the title, author, and pages of the article.
