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This guide outlines selected print and electronic resources available to assist students in citing references in various formats.
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APA STYLE EXAMPLES

Books

Basic Form for book, report, brochure, or audiovisual media: 
Author, A. A. (Year of publication). Title of work: Capital letter also for subtitle. Location: Publisher.

Example:

Nicol, A. A. M., & Pexman, P. M. (1999). Presenting your findings: A practical guide for creating tables. Washington, DC: American Psychological Association.

Print Journal Articles

Basic Form for an article in a print periodical (e.g., a journal, newspaper, or magazine):

Author, A. A., Author, B. B., & Author, C. C. (Year). Title of article. Title of periodical, volume number, pages. 

Examples:

Fine, M. A., & Kurdek, L. A. (1993). Reflections on determining authorship credit and authorship order on 

faculty- student collaborations. American Psychologist, 48, 1141-1147.

Harlow, H. F. (1983). Fundamentals for preparing psychology journal articles.  Journal of Comparative and Physiological Psychology, 55, 893-896.

Online Journal Articles

Basic Form for an article in an online periodical:

Author, A. A., & Author, B. B. (Date of publication). Title of article. Title of journal, volume number(issue number if available). Retrieved month day, year, from http://Web address.

Example:

VandenBos, G., Knapp, S., & Doe, J. (2001). Role of reference elements in the selection of resources by psychology undergraduates [Electronic version]. Journal of Bibliographic Research, 5, 117-123.

Articles and Abstracts From Electronic Databases

Identify the date of retrieval and the source (e.g., ECO, ERIC, SIRS), followed in parentheses by the name of the specific database used and any additional information needed to retrieve a particular item. For Web sources, a URL should be given that points to an "entry page" for the database. 

Federal Bureau of Investigation. (1998, March). Encryption: Impact on law enforcement. Washington, DC: Author. Retrieved from SIRS database (SIRS Government Reporter, CD-ROM, Fall 1998 release) 

Schneiderman, R. A. (1997). Librarians can make sense of the Net. San Antonio Business Journal, 11(31), pp. 58+. Retrieved January 27, 1999, from EBSCO database (Business Source Plus) on the World Wide Web: http://www.ebsco.com 

NOTE:  Italics are used here in place of underlining; either italics or underlining is acceptable in an APA-style manuscript, providing they are used consistently. 

NOTE:  Although these examples are single spaced rather than double spaced, APA style calls for references to be double spaced.

Web Site

To direct readers to an entire Web site (but not a specific document on the site), it is sufficient to give the address of the site in the text.  No reference entry is needed.

Example:

Kidspsych is a wonderful interactive Web site for children (http://www.kidspsych.org). 

Email 

Personal communications, such as e-mail messages, or private interviews conducted with another person, should be referred to in in-text citations but NOT in the reference list. To cite a personal communication, the initials and last name of the communicator must be provided first, then the words “personal communication,” and an exact date in the body of the paper. 

Example:

L. A. Chafez (personal communication, March 28, 1997).

CHICAGO / TURABIAN STYLE EXAMPLES 

Chicago style requires that page references be included in the citation. However, because online journal articles seldom provide page numbers, citing electronic resources with appropriate page numbers can be difficult.  Instead, give the total number of pages, paragraphs, or lengths in words, if such information is provided, or omit the page reference all together if the reference is to the article as a whole.  In general, cite only what is available.

MLA STYLE EXAMPLES 

Following are selected examples of citations in MLA format.  Refer to one of the Web sites listed or to the manual for more comprehensive explanation and examples.

Books

Basic Form :

Author(s). Title of Book. Place of Publication: Publisher, Year of Publication.

Examples:

Henley, Patricia. The Hummingbird House. Denver: MacMurray, 1999.

Gillespie, Paula, and Neal Lerner. The Allyn and Bacon Guide to Peer Tutoring. Boston: Allyn, 2000.
Print Journal Articles

Basic Form for an article in a scholarly journal:
Author(s). "Title of Article." Title of Journal Vol (Year): pages. 

"Vol" indicates the volume number of the journal. If the journal uses continuous pagination throughout a particular volume, only volume and year are needed, e.g. Modern Fiction Studies 40 (1998): 251-81. If each issue of the journal begins on page 1, however, you must also provide the issue number following the volume, e.g. Mosaic 19.3 (1986): 33-49. 

Examples:
Allen, Emily. "Staging Identity: Frances Burney's Allegory of Genre." Eighteenth-Century Studies 31 (1998): 433-51.

Duvall, John N. "The (Super)Marketplace of Images: Television as Unmediated Mediation in DeLillo's White Noise." Arizona Quarterly 50.3 (1994): 127-53. 

Online Journal Article

Basic Form: Author(s). "Title of Article." Title of Journal Volume. Issue (Year): Pages/Paragraphs. Date of Access <electronic address>.

Example: 

Smith, Michael. "The Debate Over Vouchers." School Board Journal 9.1 (1997): 14 June 1999 <http://www.sbj.com>. 

Articles From Electronic Databases

Basic Form: 

Author. "Title of Article." Publication Name Volume Number (if necessary) Publication Date: page number-page number. Database name. Service name. Library Name, City, State. Date of access <electronic address of the database>.

Example:

Flack, Jason. "IBM Stocks Plummet?" Fortune 15 Mar. 2000: 98-100. ABI/INFORM Global. ProQuest Direct. Hampton Univ. Lib., Hampton. 2 May. 2000 <http://www.umi.com/proquest/>.

Web Site

Basic Form: 

Author(s). Name of Page. Date of Posting/Revision. Name of institution/organization affiliated with the site. Date of Access <electronic address>. 

List your date of access, and be sure to include the complete address for the site. Angled brackets must be used around the electronic address.

Example:

Felluga, Dino. Undergraduate Guide to Literary Theory. 17 Dec. 1999. Purdue University. 15 Nov. 2000 <http://omni.cc.purdue.edu%7Efelluga/theory2.html>. Purdue Online Writing Lab. 2003. Purdue University. 10 Feb. 2003 <http://owl.english.purdue.edu>. 

E-Mail (or other personal communications)

Basic Form:

Author. "Title of the message (if any)" E-mail to person's name. Date of the message. 

This same format may be used for personal interviews or personal letters. These do not have titles, and the description should be appropriate. Instead of "Email to John Smith," you would have "Personal interview." 

Example:

Kunka, Andrew. "Re: Modernist Literature." E-mail to the author. 15 Nov. 2000.
